13 Eat honey, my son, for it is good, and 
the honeycomb is sweet to your palate; 14 
realize that wisdom is the same for you. If 

you find it, you will have a future, and 
your hope will never fade. 
Proverbs 24:13-14 HCSB 

Recently I (Shan) have been trying to cut some sugar 
out of my diet. I haven’t given up on sugar altogether, 
but I have tried to cut back on the afternoon candy 
bar and cold drink, dessert after meals, and night time 
snacks. I have given in on a couple of occasions, but 
generally have resisted the things that are loaded with 
sugar. My body, however, still craves the sugar around 
the times I would usually indulge myself. We 
continually crave things that are sweet because they 
are pleasing to our palate. Proverbs 24:13-14 uses 
the illustration of the sweetness of honey to help us 
have of better understanding of wisdom. The Lord 
wants people to crave wisdom because it is good for 
us and when we find wisdom, it leaves a sweet 
satisfaction in our soul. The only hope we have is 
found in wisdom. Foolishness leads to bitterness and 
leaves us unsatisfied, but wisdom keeps us out of 
trouble and helps us to be content in the Lord. 
Foolishness leads us away from God, but wisdom 
ushers us into the kingdom of God. True wisdom as 
described in the 1 Corinthians 1:24 is found only in 
Jesus Christ. It reads “Yet to those who are called, 
both Jews and Greeks, Christ is God’s power and 
God’s wisdom,”. If you desire wisdom in your life 
then you need not look any further than Jesus Christ. 
May we crave the sweetness of the Lord’s wisdom in 
our lives.
