Growth in a person is healthy, but if my 38
year old feet were still the same size as those imprints
in the concrete, it would really hinder my daily life.
Growth is good for us physically, but it is also an
important part of our spiritual life as well. Hebrews
5:12 speaks of people who should have been mature
in the Lord, but instead were still drinking milk
(spiritually speaking) like a baby. They had not grown
in the Lord even though they should have. When we
first put our faith in Jesus we are, in fact, babes in
Christ, but God doesn’t want us to stay in that state,
He wants us to grow in Him and become mature in
our thoughts, actions, and in obedience to Him. When
comparing my fully matured feet to those on the
sidewalk | could easily see the growth, but seeing our
spiritual growth may require a little more effort. What
does your life look like? Have you put your hope and
faith in Jesus? If so, are you growing in Him? Take a
moment to reflect on your life today. If you are not
growing in the Lord, pray and ask God to help you.
Seek Him in prayer and seek His Word. Make an effort
to humble yourself before God and love those around
you. When we seek God in such a way, we will grow
in Him and experience the joy the comes with close
relationship with Him. May God help you to mature
spiritually and give you the strength to serve Him
physically so that your feet may help bring light to the
world.
