But God proves his own love for us in that
while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.
How much more then, since we have now
been justified by his Blood, will we be saved
through him from wrath.

But Christ has appeared as a high priest of
the good things that have come. In the greater
and more perfect tabernacle not made with
hands (that is, not of this creation), he entered
the most holy place once for all time, not by
the Blood of goats and calves, but by his own
Blood, having obtained eternal redemption.

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“go, and sin no more”
John 8:11b KJV

In John 8 we see a beautiful story of a woman
caught in sin and brought before Jesus. There is
much that can be said of this passage, but we
will only break down one small portion here. The
crowd that brought the woman before Jesus did
so hoping that His response would trip Him up,
but Jesus responded in grace and left them
speechless. The grace of God through Jesus is a
beautiful thing. Praise God that Jesus extends
that same grace to you and me! The grace of
God however, is not a license to continue in sin.
Paul reminds us of this in Romans 6:1-2. Jesus
offers the woman in John 8 grace, but He also
gives her a command “go, and sin no more.” We
must remember that while Jesus is abundantly
gracious, it is a grace that calls us to strive to live
in obedience to Him and “go, and sin no more.”
Many were around Jesus during His time of
ministry. A lot of them came seeking Him in faith,
they were healed. Others however, were there in
the crowds that did not come in faith, but instead
with every intention to deny who Jesus was and
to continue living in their sin. To those Jesus said
“woe unto you” (Mathew 23). When Jesus says
to “go, and sin no more” | don’t believe Jesus is
implying that we can live a completely sinless
life, but rather that we should repent of the sin in
our life we are aware of and make every effort to
avoid those sins moving forward. That is where
grace comes in. To say we will willingly continue
to sin because God is gracious may show that
we have failed to understand the grace of God.
Grace and forgiveness come to those who
earnestly seek the Lord. Let us be those today
who repent and “go, and sin no more” so that we
will not be those to which it is said “woe unto
you”!
